The network operates on Wednesday, Friday 
and Saturday nights, and uses smartphones 
to exchange vital information on issues such 
as intoxication, entry refusal and general 
disorder or violence. Barwatch is supported by 
a communications coordinator, and is linked in 
with the Citywatch patrols and the Police.  
It is coordinated by Global Security and 
sponsored by Heart of the City

network of central city bars and other late 
night operators need to come on board. It has 
the potential to make a real difference to the 
city centre night time experience.
